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Ladies and gentlemen, an abortion free future is ours for the taking. Thank you for the honor of this award. I believe that our Lord will not choose to count the awards we receive on earth but rather the scars we accumulate on His behalf. And in the end we will remember our Lord’s words found in Luke 17:10, “So you too, when you do all the things which are commanded you, say, 'We are unworthy slaves; we have done only that which we ought to have done.” 

To be sure a man is only as effective as the team to which he belongs. The degree that CompassCare has been effective at helping women at risk for abortion have their babies is the degree that the staff and volunteers have worked with one heart and one mind to accomplish the mission together. The mission to erase the need for abortion by transforming women’s fear into confidence has captured the heart and imagination of CompassCare staff, volunteers, donors and supporting churches. CompassCare started out 30 years ago this month as one of the first Pregnancy Resource Centers (PRC) ever established in America and remains a pioneer in reaching and serving women facing unplanned pregnancy. The CompassCare network has seen over 1400 women at risk for abortion go on to have their babies to date this year, 1945 in 2009 and 4695 since 2007! 
-Anyone that has been part of CompassCare in the past as well as all current donors, staff and volunteers please stand. Congratulations! This award belongs to you, the CompassCare team. You are doing it! Where CompassCare has succeeded it has done so because of your passion and dedication to the mission. Where CompassCare has failed it has done so on my watch. I alone will bear that responsibility. 
-And to my wife, Linda, mother of our 7 children, the most valiant, noble, and courageous woman I have ever met afraid only of living a life inconsistent with the character of our loving God: Proverbs 31:11-12: “An excellent wife, who can find? For her worth is far above jewels. The heart of her husband trusts in her, and he will have no lack of gain.” I love you.

Born in Milwaukee, WI at the hand of Dr. Nevel Sender, an abortion provider, in the hospital my father ran, to a mother who was a Planned Parenthood volunteer, with an IUD, an abortion causing contraceptive device, wrapped around my wrist I believe in destiny. Destiny roles on like a freight train through time.

I believe I was meant to lead CompassCare. Looking at my severe shortcomings I believe that my leadership of CompassCare where effective is nothing short of a humbling miracle. That said I believe the staff and volunteers were meant to be part of the CompassCare team at this time. And I believe an abortion free future is ours for the taking! 
But exactly what is abortion? What does it represent?

-From a Women’s Perspective: Not a sane woman alive wants to have an 
abortion. Abortion does not represent women’s choice. A woman has an abortion 
precisely because she feels stuck, trapped, like she has no other choice. She says, 
“I need to have an abortion.” 

-From service provider’s perspective: It’s her body, her life, her choice. 
Is it not convenient that abortion represents the only “choice” with significant

 financial reward for the provider?
-From the father’s perspective:
It’s her decision. The single greatest 

reason women consistently give for having an abortion is a lack of support from 

the father of the baby.
-From the Society’s perspective: 
Abortion is a woman’s issue. It represents the choice of society NOT to support a woman. 

-From a baby’s perspective:

Abortion is commercialized baby killing. Roe vs Wade did not in point of fact legalize abortion. R v W dehumanized the life of the child in the womb. Therefore that child is no longer afforded the “unalienable rights” to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.

-From God’s perspective:

Abortion represents pure, unadulterated 
malice, historically heinous and unparalleled evil.
So will we ever arrive at a future without commercialized baby killing? I believe we will, not because of some naïve, unfounded optimism. Not because I have faith in a political system replete with venal cowards we call career politicians. Not because I believe the medical community will see the light and realize their body politic is saturated with a cancer that must be expelled if they are to remain healers of humanity and not destroyers of it. 
No, I believe we will attain an abortion free future because of who God is, because of how His people have acted with justice throughout the ages and still do, because His people, the people in this room, have leveraged their power, their influence, their voices on behalf of those who have none. That is what Jesus did for us on the cross and that is what His Holy Spirit empowers us to do for others. I believe we would be remiss to believe otherwise. I believe we will attain an abortion free future because Jesus defeated sin and death. 
I believe Jesus had us in mind when He said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do, he will do also; and greater works than these he will do; because I go to the Father.” I believe Jesus had abortion in mind when He said, “If you had the faith of a mustard seed you will say to this mountain, ‘be uprooted and cast into the sea.’” The actions of God’s faithful declare this mountain we call abortion to be uprooted and cast into oblivion. And God will not fail. I believe in an abortion free future because of the supernatural undying passion of the people who have passed the baton to us who are here now. People who refuse to let our current situation be our future reality. People committed to living a life of sacrifice and community, a life that frees a woman to choose, to empower her with the ability to say, “I can have this baby.”
I believe we will experience an abortion free future. Most of the things that need to happen are happening and simply need to happen in unity, with one mind. It will take a spirit of unity, an acknowledgement of strengths and a concerted strategic approach to reverse the abortion trend. It will take all of us playing our instruments as one orchestra. There is no evil equal to a unified church.
Because the abortion industry is propped up by tax dollars and a business plan that relies on direct income from the procedures we must do two simple things: 1) Reduce abortion demand and 2) Reduce the supply of abortions. It is basic economics. 

1) To reduce the demand for abortion we must insulate women from the exploitation of their circumstances by political agendas fueled by power and greed. To do this we must reach women at the right time, and serve them in the right way. The best way to do this is through targeted medical intervention. This requires good marketing, relevant services, informed follow-up and ongoing research and development. There are approximately 1 million abortions occurring annually in the U.S. If 1000 Pregnancy Centers effectively served 1000 woman at risk for abortion every year the demand for abortion would be reduced to almost 0.
2) We must also reduce the supply of abortion. To do that requires:

-raising public awareness of current medical standards of care and uncovering the abortion industry’s substandard practices. 
-grass roots demonstration efforts at a local, State and Federal level 
-litigation efforts to enforce current health code in abortion practices

-lobbying efforts to insulate women against coercion and exploitation. 
-taking control of the national abortion conversation through traditional and 
new media. 
-tax de-funding efforts of Planned Parenthood. 
-election activity that unequivocally communicates to both republicans and 
democrats that no political party is a safe-haven for the pro-life position and that 
any person aspiring to public office must first demonstrate their commitment to 
protecting the rights of the smallest among us. 
-pastors act like prophets without fear of reprisal to a culture rotting from the inside out from moral degradation. 
-Christians be willing to be hated and to speak the truth in love. 
-The Church be viewed by the world as a non-judgmental refuge for women 
facing unplanned pregnancy 

-authenticating manhood, men boldly giving birth to an unknown future, using 
their strength to sacrifice on behalf of others, understanding that abortion is NOT 
a woman’s issue. 
-All of us acting as one, with one goal; to birth an abortion free future. A future where women no longer must choose between exploitation or abandonment of her own child. If we can come together, it will not take long to realize our abortion free future. New York gave birth to abortion in America. It is only fitting that New York should be its burial ground. Let us commit to unity.  
We are soldiers fighting against the forces of death. Only Satan and his demons enjoy stealing, killing, destroying. We fight against Satan, not against a politician, or an abortion provider, or a biased and entrenched media. We face a tough and determined enemy, well funded and strategic. But let us remember that people always trump dollars, and good always prevails against evil. We need to get back on track. Let us serve the Lord Jesus Christ. Let us protect the women and the children together. Let us show America how it can be done!
Let us march on into the future full of hope, with steely-eyed resolve never to falter in our faith in God nor our commitment to women and the little ones. Let us travail and give birth to an abortion free future!
