General NARAL/PP strategy supported by ACLU
1) Conduct anecdotal, non-scientific “investigation” of Pregnancy Centers via phone and client plants posing as pregnant women (See Virginia, Texas, California, New York NARAL websites)
2) Draft and publish formal investigation

3) Highlight unsubstantiated concerns to emotionally manipulate legislators and public

4) Summarize findings into the following talking points along the theme, “Women are being ‘preyed’ upon by fake clinics” (* refers to those allegations that are new that could be used to bring suit against PRCs)
They allege that CPCs

a. *Are unregulated and non-standardized even within their own industry
b. *Harm women and her baby by keeping her from getting pre-natal care as soon as possible

c. *Harm women by forcing her to delay an abortion since abortion complications increase with each week of pregnancy

d. *Harm woman financially because abortion becomes more costly the longer she waits

e. *Illegally provide pregnancy diagnosis without medical license (citing derivative diagnosis by sonographers saying things like, “Your baby is beautiful” without getting physician to verify the pregnancy)

f. Do not hold client information confidential

g. Mislead by advertising as though they offered bonafide medical services
h. Illegally provide medical information by non-medical people

i. Coerce, manipulate, and emotionally harm women using graphic videos, inappropriate counseling tactics, etc

5) Draft legislation regulating Pregnancy Centers Advertising through forced speech prominently displaying that they do not perform or refer for abortion, contraception or STD care.

6) Get the legislation sponsored by city or State legislative members for the current law code to be amended to reflect the regulation of pregnancy centers

7) Have the regulation enforced by Department of Consumer Affairs rather than Department of Health with police action, fines, and possible jail time for non-compliance
8) Bring bill to a vote
